 A Sad Farewell to David Knight 1913 - 2008 

It is with great fondness that we mark the passing of Mary's Dad, David Knight in Winnipeg 
on Jan 27th a few weeks short of his 96th birthday. How often people use the expression "he 
was a real character" in relation to people who often weren't. That was not the case with 
Dave who was indeed deserving of that phrase. Dave Knight was born and raised in 
Winnipeg. He joined the R.C.A.F. at the outbreak of WWII becoming a navigator on a "flying 
fortress". His crew completed more than 30 bombing missions over Germany and as a 
result, Dave was awarded the Distinguished Flying Cross, one of the highest honours that 
can be bestowed to a Canadian airman. Following the war, Dave returned to Winnipeg, 
where he became very successful as both a farmer and land developer. Always a devoted 
father, David had an abiding love for his youngest daughter Mary. Searching to ensure that 
she received the best support available, Dave eventually moved with Mary and his wife 
Edith to the Sunshine Coast. Well into his nineties, Dave continued to cook pancakes on 
Saturday mornings for Mary in his own home and stopped in frequently at the SCACL office 
to swap stories with Glen and the "girls" in the office. David was a man from an era now 
past; a Canadian boy from the prairies who was dogged yet quiet in duty to country and 
family.
